Non Receipt of Government Subsidy for Bank Loans sponsored by Scheduled Caste
Development Offices

ASchedul ed Caste Devel opment Of ficers sp
SC candidates for stang Self Employment / Business Activities. As per the scheme
guidelines, the Bank Loan is to be disbursed and assets are to be created first. After
verification of the assets created from out of bank loan by the officials of SC Development
Office, the Gowement Subsidy will be released.

But we observe that many bank branches have not received Government Subsidy for the
loans sponsored by SC Development Offices. Few bank branches are quoted below:

Due to non receipt of subsidy from the sponsoring ageneyy loan accounts slipped

into NPAs. In some cases, staff accountability is also fixed against the Branch Managers
who have sanctioned these loans. During the current financial year also, the bank
branches are getting the loan applications from the e$fiaf SC Development Officer.

Though we have discussed this matter in various DLRC Meetings, there is no positive
outcome from the side of District Level & Block Officers of SC Development Offices.

Hence we are bringing this matter to the notice of SUB&ala. Our recommendations/
requests are as follows:

A] Suitable instruction is to be given to the concerned officials for release of eligible
subsidy for all the Bank Loans which were already disbursed by the bank branches
based on the sponsorship @& Hevelopment Offices.

B] The Scheme Guidelines are to be amended and the Government Subsidy is to be
released in advance, before disbursement of the bank loan, based on the In Principle
Sanction by the bank branches. This will reduce the interest burdletheo
beneficiaries. o

The forum took a decision that henceforth the disbursement of loans shall be done only
after getting the subsidy upfront from SC Development Department, Government of
Kerala.

The forum requested LDMs to report the same to SLBC.
LDM, Trivandrum reported that such issues are prevalent in Trivandrum since 2008.

Sri. Subrata Biswas, IAS, Agricultural Production Commissioner, Government of Kerala
assured the forum to take up the matter with concerned Department.

Sri. P. Ramasamy, Astant Director, National Commission for SC intervened in the
discussions and assured to take up with the department concerned so that the matter
could be resolved early. He informed that the sponsoring department is not having any
shortage of funds and e¢hdelay in providing subsidy may be on account of some other
technical aspects which required to be examined closely.

Bank of India informed that keeping national perspective indntime bank extend
financial assistance to pursue Education in different levels. It has been observed that the
loaners are not adhering to repayment norms as stipulated and thus the loans are
becoming NPA.

As of 30.06.2014, their Education loan portfoltargds at 7898 accouritsRs. 198 crores

and NPAI Rs.19.98 crores. This position is at a point where monitoring is on and there is
restraint in showing account as NPA by rescheduling the account, the accounts are kept
standard. Once the accounts are maBé s per the standard norms the bank will face
with NPA above 50% i.e. Rs. 100 crores.

Hence it is requested SLBC to intervene and take up with department concerned to
initiate recovery proceedings. Moreover it is right to point out that these conceasson
applicable to the students who hail from BPL family only.

It is requested to take up with Government of Kerala to issue suitable orders strengthen
Banking system to initiate recovery action against willful defaulters and who are above
BPL. The recoery should be initiated in accounts where student is employed. It is
requested SLBC intervention in the matter amabilizesthe recovery mechanism.

3.1.3.6.Request from Kannada Linguistic Minorities (Suggested by NABARD)

Kasargod was part of the erstwhile south Kanara District of Keranataka before the state
Reorganization in 1956 and hence large population of Kasargod are Kannadigas
communicating in local languages like Kannada, Tulu, Konkani, Marathi, Malayalam etc.
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Kasargod is th&annada Linguistic Minority area as declared by the Government itself
and the linguistic Minorities are entitled to submit their representations and to make
correspondence with the offices in the minority language viz. Kannada for the redressal of
their glievances.

msmedi.demsme.gov.in/tread.aspx)will be submitted by NGOs to the Director, MSME-DIs
of the concerned states.

3. Applications/project proposals will be scrutinized by MSME-DIs for their eligibility and
will be forwarded to the concerned bank through e-mail for a detailed appraisal.

4. If the bank finds the project proposal techno economically viable it will issue the in
principle sanction order letter to NGO with copies to the concerned Director of MSME-DI
and O/o DC(MSME).

5. The project proposals appraised/approved by the bank will be submitted before State Level
Screening Committee (SLSC) for recommending to the Steering Committee for
consideration and approval for releasing Gol grant.

6. The project proposal apprised/approved by bank will be forwarded to the O/o DC(MSME)
for submitting to the steering committee chaired by AS&DC for approval towards releasing
Gol grant.

7. After Government approval, Gol grant will be sent to the account of the NGO in the same
bank branch that has sanctioned the loan, with the instructions that bank will release the
Gol grant along with the loan or Proportionately in accordance with the stipulations laid
down in the MoUs/sanction letter of the DC(MSME).

8. Afier approval Gol grant will be sent to the account of the NGO in the same bank branch
that has sanctioned the loan through RTGS.

9. Bank will complete all the formalities required for disbursement of loan before releasing
the Gol grant.

10. In case, bank fails to disburse the loan to the NGO/beneficiary whatever may be the
reasons, will have to return the Gol grant to the office of DC(MSME) through Demand
Draft in favour of PAO(MSME), New Delhi

11. The Gol grant should be used for the purpose for which it has been sanctioned.The amount
of Gol grant for ‘Last installments for repayment of loan® will be adjusted by bank against
the loan.

12. NGO will submit the Utilisation Certificate in the prescribed format audited byCharted
Accountant and also a progress report in the prescribed format to the O/o DC (MSME).

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TREAD scheme

1.Introduction

1In order to alleviate the problems of women Govt. of India had launched TREAD scheme during
the 9" plan.

2.The scheme envisaged economic empowerment exclusively for women through Trade related
training, information and counseling extension activities related to trades, products, services etc.

3.The scheme has provided for financial loans through NGOs who were also provided Gol grant
for capacity building.

4 This Assistance was to be provided for self employment ventures by women for pursuing any
kind of non-farm activity.

2.0bjective

1.Since women will not be able to have an easy access to credit, it has been envisaged that the
credit will be made available to applicant woman through NGOs who would be capable of
handling funds in an appropriate manner.

2 These NGOs will not only handle the disbursement of such loans needed by women but would
also provide them adequate counseling & training for taking up productive activities.

3. The focal point of the scheme is to provide grant assistance to the nodal NGO which has been
sanctioned bank loan for passing through the same to eligible women for taking up non farm

activities.

3. Salient features

3.1 Credit

1. There is a provision for Gol grant up to 30% of the loan/credit maximum up to Rs.30.00
lakh as appraised by lending institution/bank.

2. The lending institutions/ banks would finance loan assistance for women through NGO for
undertaking non farm activities.

3. GOI Grant and the loan portion from the lending agencies to assist such women shall be
routed through NGOs engaged in assisting poor women through income generating activities.

4. Only those NGOs, who are having considerable experience (minimum 3 years) in taking
and managing funds,taken either as loan or grant, shall be eligible under the Scheme.
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5. While the loan amount will be passed on to women beneficiaries, the Grant shall be utilized
by the NGOs for activities accepted as grant activities in the appraisal report of the lending agency
and capacity building of the NGOs.

6. NGOs will be free to approach lending agencies of their choice, but such lending agencies
are to be approved by the respective State/UT Governments and finally by the Office of the DC
(MSME).

7. The Government Grant portion would be finally approved by the Steering Committee, after
taking into account the appraisal of the Project Costs by lending agency (ies) and, their in principle
acceptance to grant the loan component and Gol grant component.The NGO which has been
selected for Government Grant will not be considered for Gol grant again in the subsequent two
years from the date of release of Gol grant.

The scheme would be provided a grant up to maximum limit of Rs. 1.00 lakh per programme
provided such institutions also bring their share to the extent of minimum 25% of the Government
grant and 10% in case of NER, subject to the condition that applications from NER are
recommended by NSIC/IIE , Guwahati. The batch size for such a training activity will be at least
20 participants.

3.3.Eliciting Information on Related Needs
